Thank you for allowing me to represent you in the Florida House of Representa-

tives. I appreciate your vote of confidence and I enjoy serving House District 108.  

I returned from the annual legislative session in Tallahassee at the beginning of 

May and Iõm pleased to offer you a summary of what occurred during those 60 

days. As many of you know, while much of this country is recovering from the 

recession, Florida continues to face many economic hurdles. Just as most house-

holds are making ends meet with reduced revenue, so is the Legislature. There-

fore, weõve had to prioritize on services that are essential to Floridians. Next ses-

sion, we will have a harder task of creating a budget without the stimulus dol-

lars.  

During session, the Legislature works on passing an annual budget for the State 

of Florida ð a budget that  allocates money for important programs such as Kid-

Care, unemployment compensation, state parks, and road maintenance. We also 

create laws to address many of the issues that Floridians are facing. For in-

stance, I worked on a number of issues important to District 108, including stu-

dent assessment legislation that phases out the FCAT, higher education stan-

dards, healthcare and early childhood services.  

This year, I focused on consumer -friendly bills when sponsoring and co -

sponsoring legislation because during such difficult times, it is truly important 

the Floridian consumer be empowered and aware of the resources available to 

them. Hence, youõll read about one of my bills that was signed into law dealing 

with garnishment exemption.  

I hope you find this legislative update to be a useful source of information on the 

2010 session. I look forward to seeing you at the upcoming town -hall meetings 

where I can explain the contents of this newsletter in more detail and listen to 

your feedback.
